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The framework of the article: all the titles used from the introduction to the conclusion must be numbered in a hierarchical manner as follows:
Note: The entire text of the article should be typed in single column (Times New Roman font, size 12, thin).

Introduction (Times New Roman font, size 12, bold)
Should consist of the main objectives, mention research background of the article briefly, include the theoretical and experimental bases and statement of the problem.

Sub-heading (Times New Roman font, size 11, bold)

Main Body
Should include the main text of the article, theoretical foundations, methodology, data analysis and findings.
The main body varies in different areas as follows:

Methodology (Times New Roman Font, size 12, bold)

Sub-heading (Times New Roman Font, size 11, bold)

Test method (Times New Roman font, size 12, bold)

Sub-heading (Times New Roman font, size 11, bold)

Results and discussion (Times New Roman font, size 12, bold)

Subheading (Times New Roman Font, size 11, bold)


Conclusion (Times New Roman font, size 12, bold)
It should be logical, useful, clarify the discussion and express the findings of the research.
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Should include terms, foreign equivalents and necessary explanations, numbered in the text of the article and placed on the same page.
Note: For the number of footnotes, use the References tool and do not type the desired number manually.

 
Method of writing references in footnotes: In the text of the article, if the number of authors is greater than two, it should be written as per the example provided. Example: El Khoja et al[footnoteRef:3]. [3:  El-Khoja et al.] 


It is better to design tables using the Table option in MS-Word and charts in MS-Excel software. The submitted illustrations must be in TIF, accurate and clear.
The title of illustrations should be written below the illustration and the title of tables written above the table (according to the examples provided).

Note: It is necessary to place the used source references in chronological order of mention and their number in the text of the article. In addition, in reference sources with different years of publication, the author(s) should be listed in ascending order of the year of publication.

• All reference sources must be written in English at the end of the article. If Persian reference sources are used in the text of the article, the authors must translate them into English and insert the phrase, (In Persian), at the end.
